1. COUNTRIES AND NUMBER OF PARTICIPANTS:

25 participants from Malaysia, Mongolia, Myanmar, Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam.
2. PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS:

(1) Participants should be nationals of Malaysia, Mongolia, Myanmar, the Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam.
(2) Participants should have passed FE or SW Examination, or have participated in past AOTS IT training programs such as the training program on “Instructors of FE (FEIT)”, “Fundamental Information Technology Engineers (FE)”, “Software Design & Development Engineers (SW)”, etc., or be instructors in charge of education or human resource development in the IT field.

(3) Participants should have at least 5 years’ experience in the field of IT. 
(4) Participants should be between 23-50 years of age on the starting day of this program.
(5) Participants should be university graduates or have equivalent professional experience.

(6) Participants should have a sufficient working knowledge of spoken and written English.

(7) Participants should be physically and mentally fit to undergo an intensive training program in Japan.

(8) Participants’ companies should not have capital from companies of developed countries, including Japanese ones.
(9) Participants should not be students or armed forces personnel.
(10) AOTS ex-participants who have recently been awarded on AOTS Scholarship and participated in an AOTS training program in Japan are not entitled to apply for any program which starts within six months (183 days) are not entitled to apply for this program.
(11) Participants should be nominated by designated local counterparts in their countries.

(12) Participants should be Members of MCPA.
